ENG102:  Using The Library Media Center--A Skill For Life

As you collect information for your research project, start a working bibliography that lists all the sources you will read.  This exercise will help you start your bibliography.  Look for sources that pertain to your topic. Using the Modern Language Association (MLA) style and documentation format complete the following exercise.  Read the explanations carefully as you collect the necessary material.

Books

Consult the OPAC (Online Public Access Catalog) and find two books that deal with your subject or a related subject.  In addition to correct bibliographical information, include the call number and which colleges have the book.

Magazine Articles

Consult the Readers' Guide to Periodical Literature (green books) and find two articles pertinent to your research subject.  List all the bibliographical information given for the articles. 

Examples:

Consult the electronic databases to find two magazine articles related to your research area.  On the OPAC, select the magazine index of Infotrac 2000.  Its Expanded Academic Index includes articles from 1993 to the current date.  Its Expanded Academic Backfile includes articles from 1980-1992.  Note that the listings say "Abstract Available" or "Text Available."  Follow the on screen instructions to retrieve articles.  Give the bibliographical information in correct form.

Journal, Standard Form

Consult either the Readers’ Guide to Periodical Literature or the electronic databases on the OPAC to find two journal articles related to your research area.  Give the bibliographical information in correct format.

Newspaper Articles

Consult the Newsbank Newsfile on the electronic databases to locate one newspaper article on any event in the last ten years that is related to your research topic.  Record the appropriate bibliographical information.

· If you locate an article by means of a computer and then use the print version, cite it like any other journal article.

· If you make notes on the abstract or on the full text as it appears on the screen, cite the database in Works Cited.

Specialized Encyclopedias

Consult the specialized encyclopedias (books in the reference area of the LMC) to find one article of information that is related to your research topic.  [The LMC has a handout listing the names of these specialized encyclopedias such as the Encyclopedia of Medicine or the Encylcopedia of Mechanical Engineering.] Because these encyclopedias usually provide authors' names and a bibliography, they are more credible sources than general encyclopedias.  Use the Index--the last volume of a set of encyclopedias--when looking for a particular subject.  The specialized encyclopedia you need is listed with your topic.   Put the information in correct bibliographic form.
