
Student Union Remodel - It is Not Your Father's Oldsmobile
GCC's planning team, in coordination with ART (architect consultant) and Jokake (construction management firm) personnel have completed initial schematics for the remodel of the Student Union.  Largely unchanged for 40 years, the new Student Union will undergo a phased remodel beginning in April 2006.  Phasing will allow use of some parts of the building, while others are under construction.  This is particularly important with regard to kitchen-food service operations.  Phase dates and areas impacted during these periods have been identified, color coded, and overlaid on the building floor plan detailed on the back of this insert.  A quick summary of building improvements follows, by phase:
Phase I:  April 24, 2006 – August 18, 2006 ~ NW Corner of the SU (blue lines) 
· Asbestos abate the NW corner and build back the game room

· Construct and relocate Student Government Offices to this quadrant

· Include one Student Life Office in this area 

Phase II:  May 15, 2006 – August 18, 2006 ~ Kitchen and Scramble (Servery) Area (green lines)
· Asbestos abate the Kitchen/Servery Area

· Modernize the kitchen, to include plumbing and enlarged grease trap

· Redesign the Scramble (Servery) Area with 4-6 action stations and more efficient entrances and cashier stations

Note:  During kitchen remodeling, food service will be relocated to the patio area between the SU and CCS Bldgs. and the patio area at the west end of the CCS Bldg.  These locations have canopies or screens installed, misting system connections and vegetation, can be secured during evening and weekend periods with accordion style gates.
Phase III:  May 15, 2006 – November 23, 2006 ~ Atrium and Old Student Lounge (orange lines)
· Remove Atrium walls (glass) and add a pyramid shaped, translucent cover to the Atrium

· Convert the old Atrium and Student Lounge into a Cyber cafe/dining/student gathering area.  This area will have windows added, providing views to the north (patio between SU and CSS Bldgs.) and the central mall.  An entrance will be added to the east wall (from the central mall).  A bar-style table-rail and stools will be added along the north and east walls, allowing students to use laptops while looking out onto the campus.  The fireplace will be retained, in the new soft seating area.  Grounds For Thought will be located at the head of this area (west end, near the restroom complex)

· A unisex, family restroom will be constructed

· Student Life Offices will be constructed in the old Council Chamber area

Phase IV:  November 24, 2006 – April 5, 2007 ~ Old Dining Area (red lines)
· Convert the old dining area into meeting rooms

· Divide the room into three large rooms with moveable walls (oriented N-S)

· Divide the east most room into three smaller meeting/conference rooms

· Fully open, these rooms will accommodate 400 people, seated.  A storage area is located at the east end

· Remodel the Employee Lounge

· Add an entrance to the SW corner of the building.  Outside, add a low rise ramp to provide access from the Enrollment Center and SW parking area) this is the area people have most often complained about

· Upgrade all glass

· Complete upgrade of all electrical systems and installation of a fire suppression system
