Describe the format of UNIX commands and filenames.

Use UNIX commands to list directories and files.

5.
Use UNIX commands to display file information, change file attributes, copy, rename, and delete files, create and remove directories, sort data, and format data.

6.
Use the UNIX editors to create, save, and modify files.

7.
Use UNIX mail to communicate with other users.

8.
Use common UNIX/Linux Utilities for text manipulation and document creation.

Attendance Policy or Completion Timeframe Guidelines

Student Materials:

There is a new rule on OE/Hybrid/WEB courses: If you do not perform some work (like take the Orientation) within the first 7 days of your course we will have to WITHDRAW you!  Otherwise, Open-entry/open-exit (OE/OE)/Web means you do not have a specific date and time to attend class; instead, you complete your course work in the HTC or from home at your convenience.  In addition, OE/OE means that you are self-disciplined and will set aside at least 2-3 hours each week for completing the course work.  

Attendance is extremely important to your success.  You are responsible for choosing your own lab times.  Be consistent with attendance; otherwise, you will tend to forget previously learned concepts and skills.  

If you cannot complete the course with a passing grade, be sure to file a withdrawal form to officially withdraw from the course.  If not, a failing grade will be on your college record.

This is a web based course but may be taken entirely on the Internet from work or home or on the campus Internet.
Withdrawal Policy
If you are not going to be able to complete your course work, withdraw from the course to ensure that you do not receive a failing grade on your transcript.  The official date of withdrawal is the date the withdrawal form is received in the Office of Admissions and Records.  


You must inform the Registration Office by telephone and/or in writing within three (3) calendar days of (and including) the first day of the course to be eligible to receive any refund of tuition and fees.


Failure to submit assignments does not guarantee being withdrawn from a course or being eligible for a refund.  However, failure to submit assignments may result in withdrawal from this course.

Failure to perform required Orientation within 2 weeks of class start date may be cause for your withdrawal from the course by the instructor! 
Extension Policy
If you are having difficulty finishing the course by your ending date, you may apply for an extension by filling out the Extension Request Form at Control West.  Extensions are granted to students who have been working on the course regularly, but due to unusual circumstances are not able to finish by the ending date.  You must have completed at least the first full module, including the end of module test to be eligible for an extension.

Final grades will be determined by total points accumulated based on the following scale:



This course is open-entry/open-exit; however, you will want to complete the course within the 16  weeks assigned to you.  Since the college records are kept on a semester basis, a grade must be submitted at the end of the semester or at the time of your end date.  An in progress grade will be submitted if all assignments are not complete and if your time does not expire until after the semester ends.  Later, when all assignments have been completed, your final grade will be sent to the admissions office.

1. Put your name, Linux/Unix userid, assignment number and section number in the appropriate line of each assignment you are submitting for grading.

3. Send your homework from within the gnix UNIX computer to cesparza mail and then send the completed  Grade Sheets downloaded from Course Materials section of Blackboard to esparza.cislabs@gmail.com. 

You will not be allowed to redo assignments for this course.  Check your work carefully before submitting assignments.

Test Information
This course has a total of three practice tests and three examinations.  Each module (Unit I, Unit II, Unit III) has a multiple choice test. All tests are taken using the  Blackboard test program.

The tests will be graded and the results posted to the  BLACKBOARD system immediately.  The completed tests will not be returned.  You must contact the instructor if you have questions on your score.

Getting Started:

IMPORTANT!  You may get started on your course immediately.  You will need 2 identification names, one will be used for Blackboard, the other will be your GCC and UNIX id.  You may use the same password for both accounts, initially they are the same when your accounts are set up. 

Your GCC account userid:  For example, if your name is John A. Johansen then your eGCC account userid is jajohans  and your Unix userid is also jajohans.  Your user id may have a number if there are students with the same user id before you. 

You must change your GCC password before logging on to the gnix/UNIX server at https://genesis.gc.maricopa.edu/password/, you use this link to change your GCC password and gnix account password, do NOT use gnix to change your password, it won't work! You use your GCC user id for the gnix (UNIX/Linux) server for this class. 

If you forget your password then call 623-845-3555 and select the Student Help Desk option in order to reset it.

Once logged into Blackboard you will see this class listed, just use the mouse and select the options, the Course Guide is in the Course Materials section (which contains all instructions for the course). Quizzes and practice exams are in the Assignments section.
Your initial password for both GCC and Blackboard user ids should be MMDDaaa where the MM is the month of birth, the DD is the day of birth and the aaa is the first 3 letters of your first name. If your first name is John and June 1 is your birthday then your initial password would be 0601joh for both GCC and Blackboard.
You can change your password once in Blackboard.
