Course Objectives

Upon completion of this course, you should be able to:

1. Describe how the system supervisor installs, starts, and stops the operating system.

2. Execute jobs in batch mode and manage printed output

3. Write and execute UNIX scripts.

4. Create new users, assign passwords, and delete users.

5. Write and maintain user and system login scripts.

6. Maintain system supervisor exclusive files (including password, group, and cron).

Attendance Policy or Completion Timeframe Guidelines


WEB/Open-entry/open-exit (OE/OE) means you do not have a specific date and time to attend class; instead, you complete your course work in the HTC at your convenience.  In addition, WEB/OE/OE means that you are self-disciplined and will set aside at least 2-3 hours each week for completing the course work.  

Attendance is extremely important to your success.  You are responsible for choosing your own lab times.  Be consistent with attendance; otherwise, you will tend to forget previously learned concepts and skills.  

If you cannot complete the course with a passing grade, be sure to file a withdrawal form to officially withdraw from the course.  If not, a failing grade will be on your college record.  

Students have the right to observe major, required religious holidays.

Withdrawal Policy
If you are not going to be able to complete your course work, withdraw from the course to ensure that you do not receive a failing grade on your transcript.  The official date of withdrawal is the date the withdrawal form is received in the Office of Admissions and Records.  


You must inform the Registration Office by telephone and/or in writing within three (3) calendar days of (and including) the first day of the course to be eligible to receive any refund of tuition and fees.


Due to changes in the Open Entry policies you will be required to take your Orientation within 2 weeks of your Start date or you will be Withdrawn from the Course!


Failure to submit assignments does not guarantee being withdrawn from a course or being eligible for a refund.  However, failure to submit assignments may result in withdrawal from this course.

Extension Policy
If you are having difficulty finishing the course by your ending date, you may apply for an extension by filling out the Extension Request Form at Control West.  Extensions are granted to students who have been working on the course regularly, but due to unusual circumstances are not able to finish by the ending date.  You must have completed at least the first full module, including the end of module test to be eligible for an extension.

You are welcome to meet or email your instructor to discuss reasonable accommodations for a disability.

Grading
Final grades will be determined by total points accumulated based on the following scale:






This course is open-entry/open-exit; however, you will want to complete the course within the 16  weeks assigned to you.  Since the college records are kept on a semester basis, a grade must be submitted at the end of the semester or at the time of your end date.  An in progress grade will be submitted if all assignments are not complete and if your time does not expire until after the semester ends.  Later, when all assignments have been completed, your final grade will be sent to the admissions office.

Assignment Information You may either submit homework in writing to Control East of HTC-1 or email assignments using the WEB formats described in the course guides.
1. Put your name, Palette/UNIX user id, assignment number and other requested information in the appropriate line of each assignment you are submitting for grading.

2. If you are submitting more than one paper, staple them together in the upper-left corner.

3. Give the papers to the employee working at Control East and ask him/her to put them in your instructor’s folder.

4. Pick up your graded papers from Control East in about three or four days.

You will not be allowed to redo assignments for this course.  Check your work carefully before submitting assignments.

Test Information
This course has a total of 2 examinations and 2 practice tests.  Tests will be taken on the Midas system.  See the course guide for specific instructions.

The tests will be graded and the results posted to the MIDAS system immediately.  The completed tests will not be returned.  You must contact the instructor if you have questions on your score.

Time Management
You will be successful in an WEB/OE/OE course if you do not procrastinate.  The HTC is open long hours to serve your needs.  Pick up a copy of the HTC hours at Control West.

Progress Sheet

It is important for you to view the computer orientation for this course.  You will complete the Orientation Questionnaire attached to the end of this packet as you view the slides on one of the computers in the HTC.  After completing the Questionnaire and the on-line orientation slides, turn the Questionnaire in at Control East.  Ask the employee conducting this orientation to assist you with the on-line, computer orientation.
Getting Started
IMPORTANT!  You may get started on your course immediately.  Your user id is the same as your Palette account user id.  For example, if your name is John A. Johansen then your Palette account userid is jajohans  and your Unix user id is jajohans.  Your initial password is your SSN.  If you change your password in either Unix or on the Palette then it changes in both places!!  If you forget your password you can go to HTC-1 and change your password back to your SSN, again, it will change in both accounts (this is accomplished by pressing the letter r when your id is showing on the terminal).  You may pick up information on Palette account usage at either counter, Control West or Control East.


If working on campus:  There will be a folder at Control East with your name and course information on it.  You will pick up all graded work at this counter.


If working as a WEB course nothing needs to be turned into Control East, all course work is handled via email.
