Course Description:  The emphasis of this course is on basic writing skills including introduction to the alphabet, capitalization, punctuation, simple sentence structure, and paragraph writing. 

Course Objective:  The goal of this course is to improve English grammar and speaking skills through writing exercises, group activities and classroom discussion.

Evaluation:  Students will be evaluated primarily upon the successful completion of in-class writing assignments, classroom participation, and attendance.

Grading: this is a P/Z class.  A “P” grade indicates that students are ready to progress to the next level of writing in English.  A “Z” grade is a noncredit failing grade.  In order to receive a “P” grade, students must receive a 70% score on the following grading:

· Attendance/Participation-----130 points:

Students will receive 130 points if they attend all scheduled classes and  complete all in-class writing assignments. This score will be reduced by 10 points for each absence.

· Tests---200points: 5 tests, 40 points per test

· Homework Assignments----120 points: 12 assignments, 10 points per completed assignment. 

· Final Exam----50 points
There are 500 total points.  A student must obtain 350 points (70% of 500 points=350 points) to pass this class.  If you need to take ESL012 for a letter grade (A, B, C, D, F) please discuss this with me the first week of class.
