Here is what you will need to have:

1 Wireless-enabled laptop: This means that you must have a laptop with
wireless capability built-in, or you must have an external wireless card. NOTE:
You will need a wireless device that is 802.11b, 802.11g, or 802.11n
compliant.

Ensure that the button is glowing (newer laptop models) or that the switch

is set to the Aonod position.
