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Flute Lessons 

 Students will learn the fundamentals of flute technique, and will perform scales, etudes, and exercises in their weekly lessons.  Emphasis will be placed on the study of pieces from different eras, i.e. works from the baroque, classical, romantic, impressionistic and contemporary works.  The study and application of historical performance practices will be incorporated into the weekly lessons. The importance of public performances in both solo and chamber music settings will be emphasized, and each student is expected to take advantage of as many opportunities to perform as possible.  Study and performance of chamber music repertoire will be encouraged, including music involving instruments other than the flute.  Juries at the end of each semester will place the student in a performance situation and grades will be based on the overall quality of the performance, encompassing all aspects of musicality and technique. 

Grading Policy: Lessons will be graded weekly, averaged, and combined with a final jury grade to produce a semester score. The first lesson of each semester is used to outline objectives, discuss priorities, and set goals. Students will participate in a juried performance at the conclusion of each semester. Grades are based on degree of improvement, quality of preparation, amount of material covered, attendance, and how effectively semester goals are realized. 

Lessons: Please be prompt and be prepared. If I consider your preparation is inadequate, I reserve the right to terminate that lesson early so you can go practice.

Scheduling: I will do my best to schedule your lesson and everyone else's at reasonable times, according to the schedule information you give to me. I will endeavor to keep lessons at regular times every week, but adjustments will be necessary at times. I am very willing to reschedule with reasonable notice. I would rather reschedule than have a poorly prepared student if you have good reason for not being prepared. Please cancel or reschedule if you are sick! I will do the same. In the interests of staying healthy for my other students I will not teach sick people.

Attendance Policy: Alternate lesson times or make-ups (i.e. during finals week etc.) will be arranged when I have a scheduling conflict. Student absences will not be rescheduled, and, will be treated as a failing grade for that lesson.

Juries: All students must do a "jury" at the end of every semester. The "jury" comprises solo selections, scales, etudes, sight reading and other studies reflective of our semester. 

Recitals: Everyone is encouraged to do a solo or joint recital as they feel able. Please try to schedule recitals and dress rehearsals when I am available, and I will do my best to be there. Student recitals occur twice a semester (Oct. 14th at 2:30 p.m. and Dec. 1st at 10:00 a.m.) Performances at these events will be by my recommendation.
